MINUTES:  On motion of Gary Novak, seconded by Art Joblin, the minutes of April 12, 2011, were approved on roll call vote as follows:  Kaithern and Kulkowitz abstaining, all remaining members present voting in the affirmative.  On motion of Gary Novak, seconded by Pam Kaithern, the minutes of April 26, 2011, were approved on roll call as follows:  Jacobsen and Joblin abstaining, all remaining members present voting in the affirmative.

RESOLUTION #03-11, Debra & Richard Crossley, 11 Pond Creek Lane, Block 73, Lot 1.07, App #01-11  On motion of Gary Novak, seconded by Doris Jacobsen, the resolution was approved on roll call vote as follows: Kaithern and Kulkowitz abstaining, all remaining members present voting in the affirmative.
APPLICATION #02-11, Jorgen Punda, 128 Eldredge Avenue, Block 7, Lot 22
Solicitor Brock Russell swore in Jeffrey Punda, 147 Emerald Avenue, representing Jorgen Punda applicant.  The application was for a minor subdivision of lot 22 into three lots, one with the existing house, one with the existing garage, and to allow a third, vacant 50x100 lot that would be conforming and buildable.  The engineer reviewed his report dated May 3, 2011, which contained several recommendations and corrections.  No variances or waivers would be necessary.  The Chair opening a public hearing, but no one wished to speak.  
Gary Novak made a motion to approve the application with the following conditions: all recommendations in the May 3, 2011 engineer’s report must be met, specifically the garage must be moved or an easement obtained from the owner of lot 9, the garage must be shown on the map, existing trees must be shown on the revised plans, 4 photos must be provided, zoning chart with correct lot width measurement must be corrected on plan, building heights must be shown on the revised plans.  Mark Kulkowitz seconded the motion which was approved unanimously on roll call vote.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: No one wished to speak.
Governor Christie approved a law requiring master plan reexamination every 10 years instead of every 6 years.  The Board discussed this and decided it would be best to continue with reexamination at this time.  There are some changes that are already necessary and the board may wish to include language about “green” technologies and initiatives.  Gary Novak has already done some work on the reexamination.  The Board will discuss again in September to lay out a timeline.  If the work isn’t too involved, the Board may be able to accomplish the reexamination without hiring a contractor.

ADJOURNMENT:  On motion of Pam Kaithern, seconded by Gary Novak, and carried by unanimous voice vote, the meeting was adjourned at 7:59 PM.
