MINUTES:  On motion of Art Joblin, seconded by Gary Novak, the minutes of January 4, 2011, were approved on roll call vote as follows: Rea abstaining, all other members present voting in the affirmative.
2010 ANNUAL REPORT: On motion of Chris Shriver, seconded by Art Joblin, the 2010 Annual Report was approved on unanimous roll call vote.

APPLICATION #01-11, Debra & Richard Crossley, 11 Pond Creek Lane, Block 73, Lot 1.07:  Ramsey Geyer recused himself from the discussion because he resides within 200 feet of the property.  Debra Crossley was sworn in by Solicitor Russell.  Mrs. Crossley gave a history of the property which is close to 3 acres, the rear of which is deed restricted for wetlands preservation.  She is requesting a variance to place a pool in the front yard because of the configuration of the property, the deed restriction, and the desire to keep all existing vegetation.  She and her husband feel strongly that the trees and shrubs should be maintained for wildlife habitat.  The owners applied for a use variance, but the engineer determined they need a hardship variance instead.  The addition of the pool would increase lot coverage by less than 1% and no landscaping plan would be necessary.  The applicant answered questions from the board members about placement of the pump house, fencing materials and placement.  The board asked that the placement of the pool be shown on the drawing and markers be placed in the field to assist the inspectors.  The Chair opened a public hearing to property owners within 200’.
Michael Laskodi, 1 Pond Creek, was sworn in by Solicitor Russell and spoke in favor of the applicant.

The Chair opened the hearing to the general public.
Maureen Behrmann, 125 Stevens Street, was sworn in by Solicitor Russell and stated she is the adjacent property owner and was in favor of the application.

Henrik Behrmann, 125 Stevens Street, was sworn in by Solicitor Russell and approved of the application and encouraged the board to do so also.

When no one else wished to speak, the public hearing was closed.  Gary Novak made a motion to approve the application with the condition that the geometry of the fence enclosure be shown on the plans and the property.  Chris Shriver seconded the motion which was approved on unanimous roll call vote of the members present (Geyer was recused).
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: No one from the public wished to speak
On motion of Gary Novak, seconded by Chris Shriver, and carried by unanimous voice vote, the meeting was adjourned at 7:47 PM.
