MINUTES OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
WORK SESSION AND REGULAR MEETING

November 10, 2010
The Work Session of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Mayor Kaithern at 7:00 PM.  The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mayor Kaithern who then led those present in the flag salute.  Mayor Pamela Kaithern, Deputy Mayor Peter Burke, and Commissioner Ramsey Geyer answered roll call.  Also in attendance:  Borough Clerk Elaine Wallace, Deputy Clerk Kate Kilian, Borough Engineer Ray Roberts, Borough Solicitor Frank Corrado and Josh Donohue, Associate Attorney.
WORK SESSION
ENGINEER’S REPORT: Ray Roberts reviewed his report for November 2010.
OLD BUSINESS

Alternative Energy:   The Borough Solicitor will give a recommendation at the next meeting on whether the borough should go out for bids or put out a request for proposals.  The firm handling the direct install application has completed the site visit for all three municipal buildings.
Sunset Boulevard Parking Lot:  Ray Roberts spoke to Mr. Belski who is working on the NJDEP permit.  Remington Vernick and Walberg will graciously go out and do the topographical survey and prepare the maps that Mr. Belski will need to submit with the permit application.
Water System Study:  Solicitor Corrado advised that Edens has decided to contract with an outside party to conduct the meter investigation.
VFC State Evaluations:  Nothing new at this time.
HPC Expansion of Historic District:  Mayor Kaithern advised the HPC wants to review the survey and make sure everything is accurate.  She felt the Board should wait to take action until after the review. 

Knox Box:  Commissioner Geyer still hasn’t received information from Knox but the VFC has decided an ordinance requiring the boxes would not be necessary.  He will work with Lianna Schaffer to work something out for Cape Manor.  The VFC does not have a preference on what type of box is used, but the Borough would prefer a box for the keys at the site rather than having a key on a fire truck.  Deputy Mayor Burke suggested checking if there are any displays at the League of Municipalities next week.

Revision to Street Opening Regulations – Maintenance Bonds:  Solicitor Corrado provided a draft for the Board to review.  The Board discussed how to handle the fee schedule and decided to allow the Borough Engineer to determine the bond amounts based on the work to be done.  A final ordinance will be prepared for introduction at the next meeting.
NEW BUSINESS:
Cable Franchise Renewal Scheduling Public Hearing: The Board agreed to hold the public hearing during the regularly scheduled meeting of January 5, 2011.
Volunteer Fire Company Applications:  Commissioner Geyer asked the Board to approve three applications for membership.  After some discussion on the completeness of the applications, Solicitor Corrado advised that all procedures set forth by the VFC by-laws must be followed for all applicants regardless of their employment status or experience with other departments.  Mr. Corrado also advised that any detailed discussion on the applications should be held in closed session.
Annual Reports from Board and Commissions:  Commissioner Geyer would like to have the Shade Tree Commission, Environmental Commission, Historic Preservation Commission and Planning/Zoning Board attend the December 8th meeting to give reports on what they’ve done in 2010 and where they’re going in 2011.  He felt it would be a good opportunity for the public to hear what is going on within the Borough.  Solicitor Corrado advised the governing body could make the request, but might not be able to require attendance.  A request will be sent to the other boards and commissions.
Trash Bid:  Four bids were received which will be reviewed by the Solicitor for determining the lowest responsible bidder.  The Board needs to decide which of the four options to award.  Discussion can be held in a future closed session.
REVIEW OF REGULAR MEETING:  Mayor Kaithern reviewed the Consent Agenda and Non-Consent agenda items.   
The Work Session portion of the meeting was adjourned at 7:49 PM and the Regular Meeting convened at 7:53 PM.

NON-CONSENT AGENDA
ORDINANCES FOR SECOND READING AND PUBLIC HEARING

457-10
An Ordinance Amending Chapter 27 Zoning, Section 8 of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of West Cape May to Adopt a Zoning Map Showing the Zoning Districts and Boundaries Thereto

The Borough Clerk received a letter stating the Planning/Zoning Board has deemed this ordinance consistent with the Master Plan.  This ordinance corrects an error in a pervious ordinance and officially adopts the zoning map and eliminates the block and lot listing as it now exists in the code.  Deputy Mayor Burke made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Geyer, to open the public hearing on the above ordinance.  When no one from the public wished to speak, Deputy Mayor Burke made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Geyer to close the public hearing and adopt Ordinance 457-10.  The ordinance was adopted unanimously on roll call vote.

COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Commissioner Geyer announced two Veterans Day ceremonies being held the next day – one in Cape May City and one at the County Veterans Cemetery - and encouraged everyone to attend.

Deputy Mayor Burke reported on last week’s Environmental Commission meeting.  The EC is considering helping to fund the Nature Center’s float for the West Cape May Christmas parade.  They also discussed the benefits “birders” bring to the area businesses and are considering recognizing them during the peak birding season, possibly by putting up banners.  The Shade Tree Commission will be placing pet waste receptacles in Wilbraham Park.  They are also looking to upgrade the electrical receptacles in the park.  This year, STC will be decorating with LED lights.  Commissioner Geyer asked if anyone had attended the Forest Service convention in October and Mr. Burke advised they had.
Mayor Kaithern announced the huge successes the Christmas Fundraisers have been so far, each one raising about $3,000 with Congress Hall raising $6,000.  Two more fundraisers are scheduled - one at the Fire Hall on November 20th and one at Higher Grounds November 12th.  The parade costs about $30,000 and is covered completely by donations.  Mrs. Kaithern thanked everyone who has given donations so far, particularly Key West Taco which gave $500 and the West Cape May Business Association, which donated $500.
PUBLIC PORTION:
Kathy Gallagher, 629 West Drive, asked Mr. Corrado to reiterate what’s going on with the Water System Study.  Mr. Corrado reported that Edens will subcontract with the meter expert to perform the calibration of the meters which they believe is the final piece they need to make a recommendation.  Ms. Gallagher had mistakenly believed that calibration was already performed and a report was on file.  It was explained to her that the expert only inspected the meters to determine what would need to be done to get the best and most accurate analysis.
When no one else wished to speak the meeting was recessed into closed session at 8:10 PM.  The regular meeting was reconvened at 9:08 PM on motion Deputy Mayor Burke, seconded by Commissioner Geyer and then adjourned at 9:09 PM on motion of Commissioner Geyer, seconded by Deputy Mayor Burke.
