The Work Session of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Mayor Kaithern at 7:00 PM.  The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mayor Kaithern who then led those present in the flag salute.  Mayor Pamela Kaithern, Deputy Mayor Peter Burke, and Commissioner Ramsey Geyer answered roll call.  Also in attendance:  Borough Clerk Elaine Wallace, Deputy Clerk Kate Kilian, Borough Engineer Ray Roberts, Borough Solicitor Frank Corrado and Josh Donohue, Associate Attorney.
WORK SESSION
ENGINEER’S REPORT: Ray Roberts reviewed the report for December 2010.
OLD BUSINESS

Alternative Energy:   Deputy Mayor Burke reported SJ Industries asked for some clarification, which has been provided.  They will now finish the report and get recommendations to us.
Sunset Boulevard Parking Lot:  Remington Vernick has sent the surveys to Ed Belski who will use them to complete the NJDEP application.
Water System Study:  Mayor Kaithern announced the calibration testing has been scheduled for this Friday morning and is expected to last all day.
VFC State Evaluations:  Commissioner Geyer announced the final PEOSH report has been received.  The report documented 12 violations which were stated as serious but were easily resolved.  The most serious issue was one instance of facial hair prohibiting a seal on SCBA equipment.  Commissioner Geyer sent a formal letter to Chief McPherson addressing this serious matter, a copy of which is on file with the PEOSH report.  At this time all violations have been resolved and a report to that effect has been forwarded to the State.

Vehicles in Parking Lot:  Mayor Kaithern asked the status of the old car and equipment that are in the parking lot.  Commissioner Geyer wasn’t sure if the new car is finished, which the VFC will need done before the old car can be removed.  Mayor Kaithern would like to see all the unused equipment removed from the lot.

NON-CONSENT AGENDA
ORDINANCES FOR SECOND READING AND PUBLIC HEARING: None
COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Commissioner Geyer thanked everyone who worked hard on the Christmas parade, which he missed due to illness.  In light of the extremely cold weather the last several days and the upcoming winter season, Mr. Geyer asked everyone to be aware there aren’t any programs in place to check on people living alone, but recommended everyone look out for their neighbors.  If people are in need of assistance, they can contact the Clerk’s office for information on getting their needs met.  Mayor Kaithern advised there is a sign up available on the web site that is utilized during emergency situations and that folks without internet could be added through our office.
Deputy Mayor Burke thanked the people that did lion’s share of the work for the Christmas parade including Charlotte Daily and Borough staff.  He also showed the public doggie bag dispensers that have been purchased by the Shade Tree Commission for Wilbraham Park.  Lastly, the Shade Tree Commission lit and decorated the holly tree in Wilbraham Park and a local business has had several inquiries on where to buy the LED lights that were used.

Mayor Kaithern read an article in the Atlantic County MUA publication touting their building being the first green roof in their county.  West Cape May should be proud that one of its residents installed the first green roof in Cape May County.  Mrs. Kaithern thanked Deputy Clerk Kate Kilian for her invaluable assistance with the Christmas Parade.  Lastly, she showed the award received for the Cape Manor project from the Supportive Housing Conference.

PUBLIC PORTION:
Kathy Gallagher, 629 West Drive, complained about being personified as “militant” when she tries to get answers to questions about the water loss issue.  Ms. Gallagher continued to be confused over the proposal given to Edens by the third party consultant outlining his ideas for completing the meter evaluation.  The Board members again explained no report has been received yet, so no explanation can be provided.  Ms. Gallagher asked why the trash bids were being discussed in closed session.  Solicitor Corrado stated the reasons for closed session discussion but advised any action would take place during open session.  Ms. Gallagher then asked if there has been any progress on the grant clean up, feeling it will have an impact on next year’s budget.  Mayor Kaithern reiterated her explanation from the last meeting.  In an effort to clarify the situation, Solicitor Corrado explained it is a bookkeeping detail that needs to be rectified, but money isn’t owed to the Borough or by the Borough for these old grants.
Mike Bean, 400 Fow Avenue, asked if a new referendum should have been done if the Borough is considering contracting for recycling in addition to trash.  It was explained that the original referendum was to sample popular opinion, but was not binding on the Borough, even though Resolution 57-05 stated it was.  Mr. Bean felt the community should have more input in the decision.  He also wanted to know what portion of his taxes goes toward for trash collection, which question would have to be answered by the CFO.  

When no one else wished to speak the public portion was closed and the meeting was recessed into closed session at 8:11 PM. 
The regular meeting was reconvened at 9:24 PM on motion of Commissioner Geyer, seconded by Deputy Mayor Burke.
184-10 Authorizing Award of Contract for Solid Waste and Recyclable Materials Collection Service to Blue Diamond Disposal, Inc.

Mayor Kaithern read the option selected and the yearly cost over the five years of the contract.
