On motion of Chris Shriver, seconded by Tina Johnson, the minutes of June 12, 2012 were approved on roll call vote as follows:  Geyer and Kulkowitz abstaining, all remaining members present voting in the affirmative.
RESOLUTION #008-12 Tenbrook, Block 60, Lot 2, 306 Columbia Avenue Section #4 was amended to correct the name Griner to Garnett.  On motion of Art Joblin, seconded by Chris Shriver, the aforementioned resolution was approved on roll call vote as follows: Geyer and Kulkowitz abstaining, all remaining members voting affirmatively.
OLD BUSINESS:

Application #003-12 TJO Limited Family Partnership, Block 30, Lots 2 & 3, 106 Sunset Boulevard Jonathan Sacher, Esquire appeared with the applicant along with Kevin Young, architect.  The board was being asked to review and approve a revised site plan because the County denied the original.  Mr. Sacher explained that aside from meeting the requirements of the County Planning Board, two other changes were made to the site plan.  First, the stairway was changed to run next to the building, rather than ending in the parking lot.  The second change is the addition of an overhead door on the second floor of the storage area for ease of deliveries.  Engineer Roberts reviewed the revised plans which met his concerns.  However, the changes required the applicant to come back before the board.  
Art Joblin made a motion to approve the amendments to the minor site plan.  Mark Kulkowitz seconded the motion which was carried on unanimous roll call vote.

RESOLUTION #007-12 TJO Limited Family Partnership, Block 30, Lots 2 & 3, 106 Sunset Boulevard On motion of Chris Shriver, seconded by Doris Jacobsen, the aforementioned resolution was approved unanimously on roll call vote.
