Deputy Mayor Burke asked that the Shade Tree Commission and Shelley Rhodes be given advance notification of installation because Shelley will have to move some plantings before the work begins.
Sale of Surplus Property:  The Borough Clerk reported the fire tanker truck has been sold and the Borough will receive $1,581.75 via electronic transfer once GovDeals receives payment from the successful bidder.

Wind Turbines:  Mayor Kaithern announced the Planning/Zoning Board has appointed a subcommittee to look into amending the existing ordinances governing wind turbines based on a presentation given at the last meeting by Joe Gilmartin.

COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Commissioner Geyer announced the County Administrator negotiated a contract with union employees that avoided lay-offs as well as a $750,000 budget shortfall.  He also announced the County will hold a Tourism Conference hosted by Freeholder Sheppard on Wednesday May 4 at the County Administration Building. 

Deputy Mayor Burke had no report.
Mayor Kaithern announced the Borough’s OEM Coordinator attended the first of three county-wide OEM planning meetings for this year’s major tabletop drill.  She restated her earlier report on looking into revising ordinances for newer styles of wind turbines.  Mrs. Kaithern spoke to Congressman LoBiondo about USDA funding that was approved, but only enough to cover payroll, not enough to fund grant applications.  At this time, West Cape May is hoping to have its application funded in the 2012 budget.  The Mayor reminded everyone of the Borough-wide yard sale on May 14th and the bulk trash day on May 18th.  Lastly, she encouraged everyone to attend the Loyalty Day celebration on May 1st at noon in Wilbraham Park and sponsored by the VFW and Women’s Auxiliary.  In the event of rain, the ceremony will be held in Borough Hall.
