The Special Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Mayor Kaithern at 10:30 AM.  The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mayor Kaithern who then led those present in the flag salute.  Mayor Pamela Kaithern, Deputy Mayor Peter Burke, and Commissioner Ramsey Geyer answered roll call.  Also in attendance:  Deputy Clerk Kate Kilian and Borough Solicitor Frank Corrado.

OLD BUSINESS

Alternative Energy:   Deputy Mayor Burke reported that the direct install heating review was on Thursday 11/18 and the lighting review on Friday 11/19.  A report should be forwarded to Mr. Burke shortly.
Sunset Boulevard Parking Lot:  Mayor Kaithern reported that a survey of the parking lot has been received but has not been reviewed.
Water System Study:  Calibration hopefully will be scheduled within two weeks.  There are experts from Cape May and West Cape May as well as municipal staff to coordinate.
VFC State Evaluations:  Commissioner Geyer reported that the PEOSH report is due next week.  Mr. Geyer stated that action will be taken in accordance with the report. Mr. Geyer also stated that West Cape May Volunteer Fire Company has been reinstated as the second response team to Cape May City.

Knox Box:  Commissioner Geyer met with the Manager of Cape Manor Housing and it was agreed that the West Cape May Fire Company and Cape May City Fire Department have the key to the building which will be carried in their vehicles.
Fire Company:  Commissioner Geyer stated he submitted three applications for resolutions on today’s agenda for fire fighters and noted the resolutions were not on the agenda.  Discussion ensued regarding complete applications and Solicitor Corrado stated that at a minimum a written recommendation from the Fire Company to the Borough be included for each application.
Bill List:  Mayor Kaithern noted that the Bill List should be amended to reflect Printer Repair Service charge should read $190 not $95.

COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Commissioner Geyer wished everyone a happy and safe Thanksgiving
Deputy Mayor Burke announced that the Women’s Community Club of Cape May will be unable to continue its role in partnership with the West Cape May Shade Tree Commission in the planting and maintenance of Wilbraham Park.  Mr. Burke also wished everyone a happy and safe holiday.
Mayor Kaithern stated that all the Fundraisers for the Christmas parade have been complete and the response this year has been fantastic.  Mrs. Kaithern reminded the residents that various jobs are remaining to be filled the evening of the parade and to contact her or Charlotte Daily if they are able to assist in any way.
Mayor Kaithern stated that there will be a Public Hearing Regarding the Proposed 2011 Solid Waste User Fees, Terms and Conditions for the Use of CMCMUA solid waster and recycling facilities on Wednesday, December 1, 2010 at 6 PM in the office of the CMCMUA in Middle Township.
Mayor Kaithern announced the Borough of West Cape May will be awarded the Supportive Housing Project of the Year award for the Cape May project at the CSH/SHA New Jersey Supportive Housing Conference on December 3, 2010 in Edison, New Jersey.

PUBLIC PORTION:
Kathy Gallagher, 629 West Drive, inquired as to how the grant clean up is progressing.  Mayor Kaithern stated that the CFO will review one grant at a time to remove them from the books.  Mayor Kaithern noted some of these grants go back over a decade and no financial gain will be made.
Mike Bean, 400 Fow Avenue, inquired as to the status of the Solid Waste bids.  Solicitor Corrado stated he is reviewing the bids.  Mr. Bean asked if the public will have any input into the selection of the contractor.  Mr. Bean stated that he thought all residents should be charged the same rate vs assessed value of their home.  Mr. Burke stated four options were publicized and the flat rate was not an option.  Mr. Burke also stated that the public had ample time to bring their questions to the Commissioners prior to the bids being received over the past several years that the existing contract has been in place
Peter McDonough, 135 Third Avenue, stated that vacant lots should not pay a tax for solid waste pickup.  Mr. McDonough noted that more information should be available on the Water Study at this time.

When no one else wished to speak the meeting the regular meeting was Burke and adjourned at 2:03PM on motion of Deputy Mayor Burke, seconded by Commissioner Geyer.
