MINUTES OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
WORK SESSION AND REGULAR MEETING

MARCH 14, 2012
The Work Session of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Mayor Kaithern at 7:00 PM.  The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mayor Kaithern who then led those present in the flag salute.  Mayor Pamela Kaithern and Commissioner Ramsey Geyer answered roll call.  Deputy Mayor Peter Burke was on an excused absence.  Also in attendance:  Borough Clerk Elaine Wallace, Deputy Clerk Dianne Rutherford, and Solicitor Frank Corrado.
WORK SESSION
ENGINEER’S REPORT:  The report was reviewed.
OLD BUSINESS

Water System Study: The design engineer hired by Cape May expects to complete design work for the replacement meter at Wilbraham Park by the end of the week.
Property Maintenance: The process is moving along.  Three of the properties are in estates and a fourth has contacted the zoning office.
Changing Municipal Election to November: No written input has been received from the public as yet.  Since there isn’t a immediate need to decide, the Board will wait until Deputy Mayor Burke is present to make a decision.
Status of Plenary Retail Consumption License: Deputy Mayor Burke requested the item be listed so the Board will wait until he is present to discuss.
NEW BUSINESS:

Request for Parking of Tastings & Tours Buses:  Solicitor Corrado explained any spaces would have to be leased.  He will speak with the requestor to get additional information.
Agriculture Management Practices:  The SADC has been working on the AMP to regulate on-farm direct marketing activities and events.  Copies have been provided to the Commissioners and letters were mailed to all farms and every property within 200’ of each farm within the Borough to advise the document is available and the State is looking for as much input as possible.  The Board will prepare comments on the AMP that outline concerns or areas that need stricter definition or restriction.  Several items that need clarification are traffic concerns, parking, groundwater contamination, the frequency and duration of events, etc.  More discussion will be held at the next meeting.  Solicitor Corrado suggested that alternatives or suggestions be offered for everything that the Board comments upon.  He also stated it’s important to address everything you can think of because once the AMP is adopted as part of the Right to Farm laws it will supersede local ordinances.
Cape May Film Festival Film Camp June 23-29, 2012:  The Board discussed the request.  Even though there were problems with the behavior of the students last year the Board was in favor of approving the special event permit as long as Cape May Film Festival was put on notice that these problems would not be tolerated.
REVIEW OF REGULAR MEETING:  Mayor Kaithern reviewed the Consent Agenda and Non-Consent Agenda items. 
The Work Session portion of the meeting was adjourned at 7:35 PM and the Regular Meeting convened at 7:40 PM.

ORDINANCES FOR SECOND READING AND PUBLIC HEARING: None
COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Commissioner Geyer announced, thanks to Deputy Mayor Burke’s hard work, the Fire Hall is getting $100,000 in improvements done through a Direct Install grant.  Mayor Kaithern explained that the Borough only has to pay $8,000 of the $108,000 project because of the grant funding.  Plus, the Borough will benefit from reduced energy costs.  Mr. Geyer was also pleased that the Borough approved 2 new members to the fire company.  There are 3 more working on their requirements.
Lastly, he was pleased that both state and independent inspecting agencies have commended the West Cape May Volunteer Fire Company for being so well equipped.
Mayor Kaithern attended a County Water Quality Management Plan meeting the day before and the County commented the Borough is light years ahead of everyone else.  The Borough had a sewer service area, designated center, and plan endorsement years ago.  She also thanked Deputy Mayor Burke and Clerk Wallace for their hard work on the direct install grant.
