MINUTES:  On motion of Mark Kulkowitz, seconded by Tina Johnson, the minutes of July 10, 2012 were approved on roll call vote as follows:  Kaithern abstaining, all remaining members present voting in the affirmative.
RESOLUTION #009-12 TJO Limited Family Partnership, Block 30, Lots 2 & 3, 106 Sunset Boulevard  On motion of Mark Kulkowtiz, seconded by Tina Johnson, the aforementioned resolution was approved on roll call vote as follows: Kaithern abstaining, all remaining members present voting in the affirmative.
DISCUSSION:  The Board discussed a request from the governing body to look at the C-1 commercial district limitation on multi-family uses.  A few property owners in that district approached the governing body asking them to reconsider the limitation on residential property to 1- and 2-family dwellings only.  This was implemented to help encourage a thriving commercial district.  Several property owners have non-conforming multi-family properties and would like to try to have a commercial unit on the ground floor.  But, if that proved to be unsuccessful, the property owner would not be able to revert that unit to a residential unit under the current zoning regulations.  The board discussed how it might be possible to allow only the existing non-conforming to try ground floor commercial without allowing new construction of multi-family dwellings.  The Clerk will provide a survey of how many properties would be effected and will also send a link to the Borough’s zoning code.  Pam Kaithern asked the members to review the entire code to determine if there are any other areas that might need attention, such as parking requirements.
