MINUTES:  On motion of Doris Jacobsen, seconded by Art Joblin, the minutes of February 14, 2012 were approved on roll call vote as follows: Kulkowitz abstaining, all remaining members present voting in the affirmative.
RESOLUTION 03-12 DePasquale, Block 55, Lot 12 – There was general discussion about the language of the resolution and that it only approves the subdivision.  It does not give any other approvals that may be necessary such as local zoning, state, DEP, or county approvals.  Conditions are included in the resolutions to advise the property owner that other requirements are necessary and to allow for future enforcement, if necessary.  On motion of Art Joblin, seconded by Ramsey Geyer, this resolution was adopted unanimously on roll call vote. 
NEW BUSINESS:

If they do not make the April 10th meeting, the will forfeit their right to an appeal.

The Board discussed the State’s proposed agricultural management plan which is seeking to set parameters for on-farm, direct marketing.  Some of the parameters are very broad and other areas are not addressed at all such as traffic and parking concerns.  The Borough is planning to make comments to the SADC.
