· Status:  
· USDA made the formal announcement of the grant/loan in the amount of $708,000 Grant and $2,305,000 Loan.
· The Agreement between the Owner and the Engineer for Professional Services has been executed between the Borough and RV&W.
· USDA has approved advertising for bids in their 8/3/12 letter to the Borough.
· Borough has submitted Treatment Works Approval (TWA) and CAFRA Permit Application.
· NJDEP has ruled both applications administratively complete.
· Borough awaiting NJDEP to establish the Public Notification period.

		FY 2012 NJDOT Municipal Aid/Bike Path Applications

· Status:  
· The Borough has been notified of Award, under the Municipal Aid Program in the amount of $180,000.00.  
· The limits of Phase 2 are generally from Emerald Avenue to Central Avenue.  The scope of work will include installation of curb and sidewalk on the west side of Park Boulevard between Emerald Avenue and Leaming Avenue, pavement widening, and bike lane striping and signage.

· 	The scope of work for Park Boulevard between Leaming Avenue and Central Avenue will include widening of Park Boulevard to a width of 34 feet to allow the striping and signage of bike lanes on each side of Park Boulevard.  No curb or sidewalk will be installed in this area at this time.

· The proposed work will include the construction of off-pavement parking areas between Myrtle Avenue and Pearl Street.  

· The work will be included in the USDA contract.  
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
