MINUTES:  On motion of Mark Kulkowitz, seconded by Gary Novak, the minutes of May 10, 2011, were approved on roll call vote as follows:  Geyer, O’Neill and Shriver abstaining, all remaining members present voting in the affirmative.
RESOLUTION #04-11, Jorgen Punda, 128 Eldredge Avenue, Block 7, Lot 22:  On motion of Art Joblin, seconded by Gary Novak, the aforementioned resolution was approved on roll call vote as follows:  Geyer, O’Neill and Shriver abstaining, all remaining members present voting in the affirmative.
APPLICATION 03-11, Marvin & Mary Hardy, 322 Moore Street, Block, 45, Lot 10.01

Peter Tourison represented the applicants.  The owners want to do a simple 2 lot subdivision for 2 conforming lots. This plan was previously approved but the mylars were never filed.  One will contain existing home and one will be vacant.  Seeking variance because existing home will miss 6’ setback by 5 inches, but is a pre-existing non-conforming condition.  Solicitor Russell deemed this to be a C variance.  Marvin Hardy was sworn in by Solicitor Russell.  Mr. Hardy testified he inherited the property in 1994 and the house has been there for over 100 years.  There is also a shed in the back used to store bicycles and a lawnmower, etc.  He plans to live in the house and sell the vacant lot.  The application requested several waivers, which Engineer Roberts explained are usually for multiple subdivisions.  Mr. Roberts did not object to waiving these requirements.  However, he did ask that the final map have a new signature date next to the certification of the surveyor to satisfy his concern in his report.  Gary Novak asserted that the property is within the town center designation and is consistent with elements of the master plan.  Chairman Mulligan opened a public hearing, but no one wished to speak.  Pam Kaithern made a motion to approve a minor subdivision with an existing non-conformity on the condition that the final plat shows a seal and date by the surveyor in the correct location.  Doris Jacobsen seconded the motion which was unanimously approved on roll call vote.
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: No one wished to speak.
Mark Kulkowitz suggested a project behind Park Boulevard similar to the one being done in Cape May behind the elementary school.  Pam Kaithern explained something similar was considered several years ago with the Stewart Trust, but the appraisals came in too low.
ADJOURNMENT:  On motion of Gary Novak, seconded by Mark Kulkowitz, and carried by unanimous voice vote, the meeting was adjourned at 7:42 PM.
