MINUTES OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
WORK SESSION AND REGULAR MEETING

May 23, 2012
The Work Session of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Mayor Kaithern at 1:03 PM.  The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mayor Kaithern who then led those present in the flag salute.  Mayor Pamela Kaithern, Deputy Mayor Peter Burke, and Commissioner Ramsey Geyer answered roll call.  Also in attendance: Deputy Clerk Dianne Rutherford, and Solicitor Frank Corrado.  Absent was Municipal Clerk Elaine Wallace.  Mayor Kaithern noted an excused absence.
WORK SESSION
OLD BUSINESS

Water System Study: Mayor Kaithern noted this will be discussed in Closed Session.
Edmunds Modules for Accepting Credit Card Payments:  Mayor Kaithern received from Edmunds a yearly quote for $1200.00 for the combined modules of tax and water/sewer to accept credit card payments.  Mayor Kaithern stated that Sturdy Savings Bank is onboard with this arrangement but she wants to verify with Sturdy to make sure they have adequate tracking capabilities.  She will report back at a later date.
Water Quality Management Plan (WQMP):

Mayor Kaithern has had contact and provided the County with all the block and lots currently connected to the sewer service.   The County has not had a chance to review and report back. Mayor Kaithern was concerned about the June 1st deadline the County has imposed.  Solicitor Corrado suggested a letter be sent stating the required information will be supplied by June 14 the day after our next meeting.
Drug Testing:  Mayor Kaithern made provisions with CSS to accommodate the Volunteer Fire Fighters by establishing electronic chain of custody forms and by moving the location of testing to Quest in Rio Grande rather than Lab Corp. in Courthouse.  Quest is also open earlier in the morning.  Commissioner Geyer researched other municipalities and stated that Ambassador was another company available to handle the testing.  They also use Quest’s facilities.  After much discussion and concern regarding Chain of Custody, vendor and the type of testing being performed, it was decided Mayor Kaithern would verify with CSS the procedure once again and report back next meeting.
Mayor Kaithern at this time requested a motion to pull Resolution 82-12 Scheduling a Closed Session – Potential Litigation off the consent agenda and go into close session now to accommodate Gary Playford, Borough Construction Official’s schedule.   Solicitor Corrado stated there were three issues for closed session but only Willow Creek Farm- dispute of Right to Farm would be discussed at this time.  On motion of Mr. Burke, seconded by Mr. Geyer work session was recessed and closed session began at 1:30 pm. On motion by Mr. Geyer and seconded by Mr. Burke closed session ended and The Board of Commissioners reconvened work session at 1:55 p.m. 
NEW BUSINESS:
Local Registrar of Vital Statistics:  Municipal Clerk Elaine Wallace and Deputy Clerk Dianne Rutherford received a letter from County Clerk Rita Fulginiti asking local municipalities if there is an interest for the County to handle Registrar Duties. Deputy Clerk Rutherford explained that she and Municipal Clerk Wallace had interest.  Storage, cost and logistics were discussed.  It was determined that there is interest to relinquish registrar duties to the county but more information and research is needed, including cost for service.
Trailer Parking on Streets:  Mayor Kaithern asked the Commissioners to review the provided ordinances from local municipalities regarding trailer parking on streets.  Commissioner Burke has had many concerns regarding this issue and would like to further discuss this matter at the next meeting.

Application for temporary storage – Sunset Liquors, LLC:  Deputy Clerk Rutherford explained to the Commissioners that Sunset Liquors, LLC approached Municipal Clerk Wallace with an Application for Temporary Storage Permit from Division of Alcohol and Beverage Control.  Mrs. Wallace wanted the Commissioners’ approval before she signed the permit.  Solicitor Corrado advised that signing the permit would be permissible as Sunset Liquors, LLC would still have to follow the proper procedures set forth by Borough Zoning.
REVIEW OF REGULAR MEETING:  Mayor Kaithern reviewed the Consent Agenda and Non-Consent Agenda items. 
The work session was adjourned at 2:05 pm and the regular portion convened at      2:13 pm

CONSENT AGENDA:  On motion of Mr. Geyer, seconded by Mr. Burke, the Consent Agenda was unanimously approved on roll call vote.

NON-CONSENT AGENDA
ORDINANCES FOR SECOND READING AND PUBLIC HEARING:
471-12  Bond Ordinance for Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Housing Rehabilitation -$200,000 (supplemental Debt- .11%)
Commissioner Geyer made a motion, seconded by Deputy Mayor Burke, to open the public hearing on the above ordinance

PUBLIC PORTION:
Sharyn Mead of 312 Sixth Avenue stated she could not make a comment as she 
did not know anything about this ordinance.  Ms. Mead was also concerned about

how she could obtain an agenda prior to a meeting.  The Commissioners explained 
the process of adopting an Ordinance and that she could obtain an agenda by 
requesting one from the Clerk’s office and to be added to the email list.  Having no
further comment public portion was closed by motion of Mr. Burke and Seconded by 
Mr. Geyer.  
Commissioner Geyer made a motion to close the public hearing and adopt 

Ordinance 471-12.  Deputy Mayor Burke seconded the motion, which was carried 

unanimously on roll call vote.
COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Commissioner Geyer:  No report at this time
Deputy Mayor Burke wished to thank the Borough Employees for their contribution to the Special Olympics of New Jersey in memory of his father.
Mayor Kaithern:  No report at this time.
PUBLIC PORTION:
Sharyn Mead of 312 Sixth Avenue expressed her concerns with disabled people having access to the new Sunset Liquor store and to the new deck construction at Dock Mike’s.  Mayor Kaithern stated that this would be looked into.  Ms.  Mead also expressed her desire for sewer service and her concerns over a new development on Bayshore, 4th & 5th  and their access to sewer service.  The Commissioners explained that this was a potential development and that they needed state approvals before any development could begin.  Mr. Burke stated that Ms.  Mead would also have to have these approvals from the State before she could sub-divide as well.   She understood this was a complicated issue.  Ms.  Mead also had concerns regarding the clean up going on at the Vasser Farm and wondered if it was sold and was going to be developed.  The Commissioners explained that the farm had not been sold; that it was a preserved farm and only clean up was going on, no development.   In addition, Ms.  Mead had concerns regarding the bike path’s beginning and ending.  The Commissioners recommended that she read the Engineer’s Report for further detail and explained that grant money from the State is funding this project in phases.  Ms.  Mead also offered suggestions regarding the Drug Testing discussed at workshop and the Wilbraham Park vegetation restoration.  The Commissioners thanked her for her comments.
Having no further comment from the public the meeting recessed into closed session at 2:35 pm and reconvened at 3:21 pm on motion of Mr. Burke, seconded by Mr. Geyer.   Mayor Kaithern stated the closed session was to discuss three topics; 1) the potential litigation over water loss with Cape May City.  Solicitor Corrado will contact the Solicitor of the City; 2) Law suit filed by past employee which was turned over to the Borough’s insurance representative; 3) Willow Creek Winery concerns regarding Right to Farm and possible construction Violations.  Attorney Corrado requested a motion to file a complaint with the County Agriculture Department if after a meeting on Friday did not result in a positive outcome.  Motion was made by Mr. Geyer and Seconded by Mr. Burke.
There being no other business, the meeting was adjourned at 3:21 PM on motion of          Mr. Geyer, seconded by Mr. Burke.                     .
