MINUTES OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
WORK SESSION AND REGULAR MEETING

NOVEMBER 23, 2011
The Work Session of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Mayor Kaithern at 1:00 PM. WORK SESSION
OLD BUSINESS

Water System Study:  Nothing to report at this time.
Recovering Fire Response Costs:  Nothing to report at this time.
Animal Control Service Contract:  Borough Clerk Wallace advised the Board that a third proposal had been received and is being reviewed.  Mayor Kaithern suggested the first two people to quote be contacted since their quotes were reported on prior to the third person bidding.  
Schedule of Events at Wilbraham Park:  The Shade Tree Commission is still awaiting information from the Volunteer Fire Company.
NEW BUSINESS: None
Taxicab Regulations:  Solicitor Corrado discussed new changes to state taxicab regulations.  Cab companies will have to file for a license from every municipality in which they provide service.  Mr. Corrado will draft an ordinance, as required by the new law, for the Board to discuss at the next meeting.  
Liquor Licenses:  Mayor Kaithern suggested the bid for the consumption license be postponed because a petition of remonstrance has been filed against Ordinance 465-11 causing uncertainty in the regulations for that license. Solicitor Corrado suggested a resolution be added to the consent agenda to postpone indefinitely the sale of the retail consumption license.  There is no effect on the distribution license. 
REVIEW OF REGULAR MEETING:  Mayor Kaithern reviewed the Consent Agenda and Non-Consent agenda items.   
The Work Session portion of the meeting was adjourned at PM and the Regular Meeting convened at PM.
