NON-CONSENT AGENDA:

ORDINANCES FOR SECOND READING AND PUBLIC HEARING:
469-11
An Ordinance Amending the Regulations Governing Liquor Licenses in West Cape May

Deputy Mayor Burke made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Geyer, to open the public hearing on the above ordinance.  

Peter McDonough, 135 Third Avenue, asked the Board to spell out the changes and how noise would be regulated.  Mayor Kaithern read the entire ordinance and explained that noise was covered in the previous liquor ordinances and in the noise ordinance section of the code.  

John Rowley, 123 Emerald Avenue, had no position on this ordinance but did notice that now there is an inconsistency between hours for retail sales versus hours for restaurant service.  A liquor store could sell beer and wine during the hours that a restaurant can sell by state statute.  Mr. Rowley was glad the petitioners got what they wanted in the end. 

When no one else from the public wished to speak, Deputy Mayor Burke made a motion to close the public hearing and adopt Ordinance 469-11.  Commissioner Geyer seconded the motion which was carried unanimously on roll call vote.

COMMISSIONERS REPORTS:
Deputy Mayor Burke reminded everyone of the blood drive on Wednesday, February 1st from noon until 6:00 pm.
Commissioner Geyer wished all a happy new year.
Mayor Kaithern had no report and wished everyone a happy new year.
PUBLIC PORTION:
Peter McDonough, 135 Third Avenue, thanked the Board for hearing the voice of the community and making the change to the liquor license hours.  Mr. McDonough asked if there was a way to use the railroad track areas for bike paths.  Mayor Kaithern explained that someone owns long term leases on those lines and hopes to use them in some fashion.  Mr. McDonough would like to see the train run again.

Commissioner Burke signed off at 7:29 pm.
When no one else wished to speak the meeting was adjourned at 7:31 PM on motion of Commissioner Geyer, seconded by Mayor Kaithern.
