MINUTES OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
WORK SESSION AND REGULAR MEETING

July 27, 2011
The Work Session of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Mayor Kaithern at 1:05 PM.  The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mayor Kaithern who then led those present in the flag salute.  Mayor Pamela Kaithern, Deputy Mayor Peter Burke, and Commissioner Ramsey Geyer answered roll call.  Also in attendance:  Borough Clerk Elaine Wallace, Deputy Clerk Kate Kilian, and Solicitor Frank Corrado.
WORK SESSION
OLD BUSINESS

Water System Study:  The Borough received an amended bill and bulk report and the loss is approximately 16%.  The information has been sent to Edens for analysis. 
Animal Control Service Contract:  Nothing new at this time.
Liquor Licenses:  Solicitor Corrado advised the Borough must receive sealed bids and believes a minimum is required. Also any special regulations on the consumption license, such as tying the sale of liquor to the sale of food, must be approved by the ABC.  Mayor Kaithern has asked 4 other business/residents to join her in a brainstorming meeting to discuss the matter, particularly the price of the licenses.  Solicitor Corrado had provided a draft ordinance which needs minor amendment, but the Board will wait until after the Mayor reports on the brainstorming session.

Recovering Fire Response Costs:  Mayor Kaithern is waiting for more information from FD Cost Recovery about possible draft language.  The Salem City ordinance that was previously discussed, may not be the best model and the Borough will continue to look into the matter.  In a related matter, the VFC is still waiting to hear from its attorney about changes to the by-laws and application.  Solicitor Corrado will call him to see if he can get some movement.  The Mayor asked Commissioner Geyer to follow up with the VFC to have a copy of the recruitment grant on file in the Clerk’s Office.
NEW BUSINESS:
Painting Double Lines on Stevens Street:  Commissioner Geyer asked how to have the lines on Stevens Street repainted.  There are many people using the street and not obeying no-passing zones and speed limits.  The Clerk will look into where a previous request to the County stands.
REVIEW OF REGULAR MEETING:  Mayor Kaithern reviewed the Consent Agenda and Non-Consent agenda items.  Resolution 95-11 was revised slightly based on discussion and suggestion by the Borough Solicitor.
The Work Session portion of the meeting adjourned at 1:52 PM and the Regular Meeting convened at 1:57 PM.

NON-CONSENT AGENDA
ORDINANCES FOR SECOND READING AND PUBLIC HEARING: None
COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Commissioner Geyer invited everyone to attend National Night Out on August 2nd from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM at the Cape May Elementary School hosted by the Cape May Police Department and PAL.  
Deputy Mayor Burke reported 34 units of blood were collected during the July 25th blood drive.   He thanked everyone for their participation and assistance during this 12 year record low.
Mayor Kaithern reported the South Jersey Gas expansion project is finally ready to move forward after a lengthy application/approval process.  Because of the delay, they are going to begin construction as soon as possible.  A preconstruction meeting is scheduled for this week.  The Borough’s accessory apartment program is progressing – the first unit is almost 50% completed and the second is in the permitting stage.  Applications for residency in the accessory apartments will be accepted through September 2, anyone interested can contact the Borough.  The Borough is also applying for a Small Cities grant for housing rehabilitation, which is also a part of the Borough’s COAH plan.

PUBLIC PORTION:
Kathy Gallagher, 629 West Drive, reviewed her figures for the 2nd quarter loss which she calculated as 16.9%.  She reiterated her opinion that the water system seems to be working fine without the meter at the Park so it should just be taken out of service rather than replaced.  Mayor Kaithern explained that a certain number of interconnects are required by state regulation to allow for emergencies and in cases when water needs to be diverted, so the Wilbraham Park meter can’t be eliminated.  Ms. Gallagher asked what will happen if the meter is replaced and the loss continues.  Deputy Mayor Burke explained we’d have to see what happens after the meter is installed.  Ms. Gallagher again suggested the Borough consider turning over the entire system to Cape May as John Rowley had suggested to Mayor Mahaney of Cape May City.  Mr. Burke stated many options are on the table and having Cape May take over the system is not a new suggestion.
Tom Douglas, 706 Broadway, thanked the Borough for moving the sign he mentioned at the last meeting.   He also asked if the police contract contains language to require enforcement of laws.  That is a part of the contract and Mayor Kaithern reported that the monthly statistics for enforcement show West Cape May has a slightly higher enforcement of traffic stops than Cape May City.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 2:13 PM on motion of Deputy Mayor Burke, seconded by Commissioner Geyer.
