MINUTES OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
WORK SESSION AND REGULAR MEETING

FEBRUARY 8, 2012
The Work Session of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Mayor Kaithern at 7:00 PM.  The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mayor Kaithern who then led those present in the flag salute.  Mayor Pamela Kaithern, Deputy Mayor Peter Burke, and Commissioner Ramsey Geyer answered roll call.  Also in attendance:  Borough Clerk Elaine Wallace, Deputy Clerk Dianne Rutherford, and Solicitor Frank Corrado.
WORK SESSION
Engineer’s Report:  Ray Roberts reviewed the report for February, which included a tentative time frame for the 2010 USDA sewer project.  The Board was in favor of his suggestion to bid the work as one contract with three phases to get a better price.
OLD BUSINESS

Water System Study: Nothing new to report at this time.
Property Demolition:  Commissioner Geyer is working with the Construction Official, but the process is being slowed by outdated contact information on the property owners.  It will take time, but he will continue to follow the proper process.
Improvements to Perry/Park/Myrtle Intersection:  Mayor Kaithern reported the County did not take action on awarding a design contract at its January 24th meeting.  Hopefully, action will be taken at the next meeting.
NEW BUSINESS:

Changing Municipal Election to November:  The Board discussed the pros and cons of changing, including cost savings if the election were moved, and increased partisan politics occurring because of the general election.  The Board is hoping to get input from the public before making a decision.
Alarm System at the Fire House:  Commissioner Geyer discussed ADA compliance at the social hall.  Also, while there are smoke and heat alarms in the building, there is no monitoring system to alert someone of a fire when no one is present.  He has spoken to Fire Defense Systems for a quote on having the work done.  Mr. Geyer will try to obtain other quotes and the topic will be reviewed during the budget discussion on February 22nd.
Tax Maps:  The Tax Assessor has asked that the Borough update its tax maps since it hasn’t been done since 2004 or 2005.  The best system would be to have them updated yearly to spread the cost out more evenly.  This can also be addressed during the budget discussion on February 22nd.
REVIEW OF REGULAR MEETING:  Mayor Kaithern reviewed the Consent Agenda and Non-Consent agenda items. 
The Work Session portion of the meeting was adjourned at 7:36 PM and the Regular Meeting convened at 7:39 PM.

CONSENT AGENDA:  On motion of Deputy Mayor Burke, seconded by Commissioner Geyer, the Consent Agenda was unanimously approved on roll call.

Mayor Kaithern reported that another 6 month COAH report to the court has been completed.  As part of the filing, the Borough is asking to have the reports changed to yearly basis because all requirements have been met and progress is continuing to be made.  As part of the court requirements, the Borough is hoping to obtain small cities funding to do housing rehabs, 2 of 2 accessory apartments are now complete, and Cape Manor is just one short of full capacity.  Once the court directed requirements are met, the Borough will no longer be under court jurisdiction.  Instead, it would be required to comply with affordable housing requirements like every other municipality.

The meeting was recessed into closed session at 7:45 PM and reconvened at 7:53 PM on motion of Commissioner Geyer, seconded by Deputy Mayor Burke.  No action was taken as a result of the closed session discussion about water loss potential litigation.
