MINUTES OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

WORK SESSION AND REGULAR MEETING
JULY 11, 2012
The Work Session of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Deputy Mayor Burke at 7:00 PM.  The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Burke who then led those present in the flag salute.  Deputy Mayor Peter Burke and Commissioner Ramsey Geyer answered roll call. Absent: Mayor Kaithern, excused. Also in attendance:  Borough Clerk Elaine Wallace, Deputy Clerk Dianne Rutherford, and Borough Solicitor Frank Corrado.

WORK SESSION
ENGINEER’S REPORT:  Engineer Roberts reviewed the report for July (attached). Deputy Mayor Burke asked if sidewalks would be installed on Central.  Mr. Roberts explained no sidewalks are planned, but the road is being widened and the bike path will also accommodate joggers and pedestrians
OLD BUSINESS:  Deputy Mayor Burke and Commissioner Geyer agreed to table discussion on all Old Business topics until the next meeting.  Mr. Geyer handed out written comments to Mr. Burke, Mr. Corrado and the Clerk – including a copy for the Mayor – which could be discussed at the next meeting.
NEW BUSINESS

Loading Zone Ordinance:  Deputy Mayor Burke and Clerk Wallace gave a quick background on how this came to light.  Two loading zones have existed for decades, but have never been listed in the Borough’s Code.  Mrs. Wallace will prepare an ordinance for introduction at the next meeting.  
REVIEW OF REGULAR MEETING:  Deputy Mayor Burke reviewed the Consent Agenda and Non-Consent agenda items.
The Work Session portion of the meeting was adjourned at 7:23 PM and the Regular Meeting convened at 7:25 PM.

NON-CONSENT AGENDA
ORDINANCES FOR SECOND READING AND PUBLIC HEARING:
472-12
Ordinance of the Borough of West Cape May Prohibiting the Consumption of Alcohol in Public Places

Commissioner Geyer made a motion, seconded by Deputy Mayor Burke, to open the public hearing on the above ordinance.  When no one from the public wished to speak, Commissioner Geyer made a motion to close the public hearing and adopt Ordinance 472-12.  Deputy Mayor Burke seconded the motion which was carried unanimously on roll call vote.

COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Commissioner Geyer had a resident ask if the Borough could dispose of old asphalt and concrete that may have been inadvertently pushed over the property line when the Backyard Park was created.  Solicitor Corrado affirmed that if the materials were pushed off by the Borough, then it could surely remove them.  Engineer Roberts suggested he speak to David Carrick who was an employee when the Park was created to verify the history so appropriate action could be taken.
Deputy Mayor Burke reminded everyone the Borough will be hosting a Red Cross blood drive on Monday, July 23rd from noon to 5pm.  He encouraged people to donate, whether here or at another blood drive.

PUBLIC PORTION: 
Sharyn Mead, 312 Sixth Avenue, questioned why the Board begins meetings in the caucus room and suggested it hold the entire meeting in the main room to better accommodate the public.  Deputy Mayor Burke gave a brief history of how meetings have been held in West Cape May.  He explained the work session portion is just for discussion amongst the board and the members find it easier to talk around the conference table than when sitting across the dais.  Ms. Mead also felt having the entire meeting in the same room would eliminate the need to summarize what happened during the work session at the beginning of the regular session.  She suggested the Board sit around one of the tables in the main room during the work session discussions.
When no one else wished to speak, the meeting was adjourned at 7:44 PM on motion of Commissioner Geyer, seconded by Deputy Mayor Burke.
