RESOLUTION 005-12 Bose, Block 43, Lot 3.04, 305 Second Avenue On motion of Chris Shriver, seconded by Art Joblin, the aforementioned resolution was approved on roll call vote as follows: O’Neill and Mulligan abstaining, all remaining members voting affirmatively.
RESOLUTION 006-12 Daniel Kubiak & Mitchell Estate, Block 50, Lots 1.01 1.02 & 2 Pam Kaithern asked that two corrections be made: #16 the correct last name was Golden and Art Joblin should sign as he was the acting chairperson at the meeting in question.  On motion of Art Joblin, seconded by Tina Johnson, the aforementioned resolution was approved on roll call vote as follows: O’Neill, Rea, Shriver, and Mulligan abstaining, all remaining members voting affirmatively.

NEW BUSINESS:

Application #003-12 TJO Limited Family Partnership, Block 30, Lots 2 & 3, 106 Sunset Boulevard Solicitor Brock Russell swore in the following individuals: Thomas O’Hara, owner; Kevin Young, architect; and Chris McDuell, contractor.  Architect Kevin Young advised the proposed addition meets all zoning requirements.  It is a preexisting non-conforming that currently has 100% lot coverage.  There are not changes to the front parking lot, they are creating a handicapped parking space in the rear with an entrance meeting all ADA requirements.  The stairs to the second floor will need to be reconstructed.  Drainage will travel down the property toward Fow Avenue.  Engineer Roberts reviewed his report.  He asked what type of lighting will be used and verified that the lights will be shielded so as not to spill over into neighboring properties.  He asked that this be noted on the plans as well as notation on the exterior siding materials being used.  Chris Shriver stated the property looks good and is an improvement in the commercial district.  Art Joblin asserted approval would not exacerbate the existing nonconformity.  Pam Kaithern asked for clarification on the handicapped parking space.  She also asked if there was something that could avoid having the runoff go into Fow Avenue.  Kevin Young asserted there was nothing simple and inexpensive that could be done, but the addition would not worsen the situation as it currently exists.  Mrs. Kaithern suggested placing a rain barrel under the downspout in order to reuse the water and reduce the runoff.
The chairman opened the public hearing to anyone within 200’.  When no one wished to speak he opened the hearing to the general public.

Sharyn Mead, 312 Sixth Avenue, was sworn in and commended Mr. O’Hara for doing such a great job creating the handicapped parking spot and other issue of handicapped accessibility.  She also suggested he place a spigot at the bottom of the rain barrel to enhance ease of use of the water collected. 

When no one else wished to speak, the public hearing was closed.

Kevin O’Neill made a motion to approve the application with the condition the applicant places a rain barrel at the downspout.  Doris Jacobsen seconded the motion which was unanimously approved on roll call vote.

Application #004-12 Harold & Evelyn Tenbrook, Block 60, Lot 2, 3-6 Columbia Avenue

Solicitor Russell swore in Timothy Dwyer, attorney for the applicant, Archie Garnett, builder and Bill Sweeney land surveyor.  The applicant is looking to demolish and reconstruct an existing portion of the building that is in disrepair.  It is a preexisting nonconforming for rear yard setback.  Engineer Robert reviewed his report and asserted it is a straightforward application for rear yard setback variance.  The applicant also asked for a waiver of the landscaping and vegetation plan, but he is exempt from providing one because he’s not changing 40%.  Art Joblin asked for confirmation that the existing nonconformity is not being exacerbated and no new nonconformity is being proposed.  
The chairman opened the public hearing to anyone within 200’ and then to the general public.  No one wished to speak and the public hearing was closed.

Art Joblin made a motion to approve a C variance for existing rear yard setback.  Chris Shriver seconded the motion which was carried on unanimous roll call vote.
Recording Secretary Wallace asked the Board to consider cancelling the June 26th meeting due to lack of business.  Pam Kaithern made a motion, seconded by Doris Jacobsen, which was carried on unanimous roll call vote.
Chris Shriver asked for an explanation of the proposed roundabout at Wilbraham Park.  Pam Kaithern explained the County is working on a project and is having a planner evaluate the design a roundabout.  
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: 
Sharyn Mead, 312 Sixth Avenue, expressed concern about handicapped accessibility at Dock Mike’s.  Solicitor Russell explained this was not the proper tribunal for her to raise her concerns.  She was advised to contact the construction official, who has jurisdiction over construction matters including ADA requirements.  

On motion of Pam Kaithern, seconded by Art Joblin, and carried by unanimous voice vote, the meeting was adjourned at 8:20 PM.
