MINUTES OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
WORK SESSION AND REGULAR MEETING

January 25, 2012
The Work Session of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Mayor Kaithern at 1:00 PM.  The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mayor Kaithern who then led those present in the flag salute.  Mayor Pamela Kaithern, Deputy Mayor Peter Burke, and Commissioner Ramsey Geyer answered roll call. WORK SESSION
OLD BUSINESS

Water System Study: The Borough is still waiting for Cape May to respond to its December 27th request for a time frame on installation of the replacement meter.
Taxicab Regulations:  Solicitor Corrado determined the new legislation does not mandate the Borough to create taxi cab licenses.  He also state any taxi company picking up in West Cape May should be complying with existing laws that require them to file certificates of insurance with the Municipal Clerk’s office.
Property Demolition:  Commissioner Geyer reported he is working with newly appointed Code Enforcement Officer Norm Roach on several complaints received on derelict properties.  He is also still working with Gary Playford on the Atlantic Avenue property.  Mr. Playford was going to contact the property owner via telephone before sending a formal letter.
NEW BUSINESS:

Review of HPC Resolution 12-1:  The board discussed the HPC’s recommendation to change the designation of 172 Leaming Avenue from contributing to non-contributing.  A resolution was added to the consent agenda accepting the HPC recommendation.  In a separate matter, Commissioner Geyer asked if it was necessary for an HPC applicant to give notice to properties within 200’.  He has heard that Cape May City doesn’t have the same requirement.  Solicitor Corrado explained a strong HPC has a noticing requirement.  
VFC Annual Paperwork:  Mayor Kaithern asked about the status of annual paperwork the VFC must provide to the Borough Clerk.  Commissioner Geyer reported the VFC is working on that paperwork but none has been provided yet.
