MINUTES OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

WORK SESSION AND REGULAR MEETING

AUGUST 25, 2010
The Work Session of the Board of Commissioners of the Borough of West Cape May was called to order by Mayor Kaithern at 1:02 PM.  The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mayor Kaithern who then led those present in the flag salute.  Mayor Pamela Kaithern, Deputy Mayor Peter Burke, and Commissioner Ramsey Geyer answered roll call.  Also in attendance:  Borough Clerk Elaine Wallace, Deputy Clerk Kate Kilian, and Borough Solicitor Christine Cote’.

WORK SESSION
OLD BUSINESS

Energy Audit:  The Fire Hall audit has been received but we are still waiting for the Borough Hall audit.

Sunset Boulevard Parking Lot:  Nothing new at this time.
Water System Study:  Representatives of West Cape May, Cape May, and Edens have met and determined the next step is to look at the meters in the ground.  The Borough is waiting for information from Cape May City on the specifications for its meters.
VFC State Evaluations:  PEOSHA is finished but DCA Fire Safety is in limbo because the Director of that department has been eliminated.  Commissioner Geyer is waiting for information. 
NEW BUSINESS

Storm Drain at Corner of Second and West:  The Board decided to wait until the next meeting so Engineer Roberts would be able to answer questions.  The Mayor asked the Board to email their questions to Mr. Roberts ahead of time so he could be prepared to answer them on September 8th.

Phone Bill:  Mayor Kaithern asked the Board to review the AT&T bill for the Fire Hall which was approximately 4 times the normal monthly bill.  Upon looking at the bill, it was determined that about $300 in phone calls were made on nights and weekends.  Commissioner Geyer explained the calls were made to Oregon by a former firefighter who has since moved to Oregon.  Mr. Geyer will look into the matter further.  The Borough should be reimbursed for those calls rather than the burden falling on the taxpayers.
Deputy Mayor Burke suggested the Energy Audit be removed from Old Business since it is almost complete and all Board members are getting the reports via email.  There were no objections, so the Clerk will remove the topic from the next agenda.

REVIEW OF REGULAR MEETING:  Mayor Kaithern reviewed the Consent Agenda and Non-Consent agenda items.  

The Work Session portion of the meeting was adjourned at 1:24 PM and the Regular Meeting convened at 1:26 PM.

COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Commissioner Geyer suggested the Energy Audit not be removed from Old Business until it’s completed.  There were no objections.
Deputy Mayor Burke reminded everyone to be aware of upcoming remembrances for September 11th.  
Mayor Kaithern asked the public that supports the Governor’s 2% Tax Levy cap to also urge legislators to put into place the tools that municipalities will need to be able to meet the requirement.  If the tools aren’t in place, serious cutbacks may have to be made in all areas including staffing and services.

PUBLIC PORTION

Kathy Gallagher, 629 West Drive, asked if Edens will be attending the September 8th meeting.  As was announced at the previous three meetings, Mayor Kaithern advised Edens has been scheduled for September 8th.
John Rowley, 123 Emerald, asked about a recent ad in the Star and Wave, which was for the latest USDA application.  He also asked what purpose was of a $220,000 bond ordinance adopted in April.  Mayor Kaithern explained the main purpose was for sewer extension in connection with Cape Manor, but the Borough received a grant and would not need to bond for that work.

When no one else wished to speak the meeting was adjourned at 1:40 PM on motion of Commissioner Geyer, seconded by Deputy Mayor Burke.
